When writing a donor appreciation letter:

1. Insert the donor’s name, and address at the top of the page.

2. Insert the donor’s name after the word “Dear”. 

3. Use the following donation amounts and tangible descriptions.

	$10
	will provide a Peruvian Promise scholar with 2 weeks of daily English classes.

	$15
	will help purchase an English workbook for a Peruvian Promise scholar for 1 year.

	$20
	will provide an entire month of daily English classes for a Peruvian Promise scholar.

	$25
	will provide a Peruvian Promise scholar with a school backpack.

	$30
	will help purchase school supplies for a Peruvian Promise scholar for an entire semester.

	$50
	will provide 25 Peruvian Promise scholars with a 2-hour workshop from a professional mentor.
