Always include the following information:

· Photo

· Name 

· Age

· Where the donor is from/lives

While we want to focus on the donor story, meaning why this person supports Peruvian Hearts, it is important provide a profile of the donor. Showcasing donors allows others in the audience or potential audience to identify with a story, a background, or even a demographic. 

Opportunities to write an inspirational Donor story:

· An experience that caused an action (life-changing, commitment-making, eye-opening, etc.)

· A personal connection to someone affiliated with the organization 

· An awareness or connection that was made through an event, media, sponsorship, etc. 
Maintain the following visual elements of the donor story to maintain consistency:

· Peruvian Hearts logo, tagline, colors

· Green box for “Story” text

· “Our Promise” text on the page

· Limit donor story page to one page 

· Include photo, name, age, and hometown of donor
