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Girl’s Biography on Website 

The purpose of the biography is to introduce the Peruvian Hearts girls and provide a broad understanding of who the girls are, where they come from, and the dreams and aspirations that are being accomplished because of Peruvian Heart’s support. Unlike the stories that will be shared in the newsletter, the information in the bios will not necessarily share a “current” experience, instead it will focus on the past (background) and the future (dream).

All biographies should be placed on the “Meet our Girls” page on the website. The format can change depending on spacing (size and shape of picture and amount of text) but the three elements will remain the same:

· Photo of girl 

· Green information box that includes the girl’s name, age, hometown, and dream. 

· Text box that shares information regarding conditions from where the girl came from and the dreams that Peruvian Hearts is supporting her to achieve. 

· Include a specific story or detail that may provide an example of leadership, courage and empowerment. 

The biography should be about one-half page total and be placed consecutively on the web page (so that one could scroll through and read all biographies).

In early 2014, she was accepted to college in Cusco and is now studying tourism and hotel administration.
